Within this quote I have included a mix of match days for cricket as well as days at your leisure, so 
that everyone can use this as a chance to relax, as well as it being a cricket tour in one of the best

The 3 match days that I have included will be hosted at various ground on the island, including the 
Darren Sammy Cricket Ground. 

 
When you are having a day at your leisure, there are many day trips that can be done to fill your

Saturday 14th February – Fly from London Heathrow to St Lucia with Virgin Atlantic in economy class. 
Upon arrival transfer to Bay Gardens Hotel. 
 
Sunday 15th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. 
 
Monday 16th February – Match day 1. Breakfast at the hotel followed by a return matchday transfer 
to Gros Islet Playing Field. 
 
Tuesday 17th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. Optional Island 
Safari day trip available. 
 
Wednesday 18th February – Match day 2. Breakfast at the hotel followed by a return matchday 
transfer to the Dennery Cricket Ground. Match followed by a BBQ for players from both sides, 
spectators and officials. 
 
Thursday 19th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. Optional 
catamaran trip available.  
 
Friday 20th February – Match day 3. Breakfast at the hotel followed by a return matchday transfer to 
the Darren Sammy Cricket Ground.  
 
Saturday 21st February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by an afternoon at your leisure. You will 
then transfer from your hotel to St Lucia Airport for your flight home. Your flight will arrive at 
London Heathrow on Sunday morning (7 night package only) 
 
Sunday 22nd February – Match day 4. Breakfast at the hotel followed by a return matchday transfer 
to the Gros Islet Playing Field. 
 
Monday 23rd February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. 
 
Tuesday 24th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. You will then 
transfer from your hotel to St Lucia Airport for your flight home. Your flight will arrive at London 
Heathrow on Sunday morning (10 night package only)

Thursday 26th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. 
 
Friday 27th February – Breakfast at the hotel followed by a day at your leisure. 
 
You will then 
transfer from your hotel to St Lucia Airport for your flight home. Your flight will arrive at London 
Heathrow on Sunday morning (14 night package only)
