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Code of Conduct – Match Day
On the field of play, members should not
• At any time using unacceptable language directed at fellow players or umpires will be worthy of sanction.
• Criticise or make comments on umpires' abilities or decisions.
• Indulge in violent or physical play which could lead to injury.
• Resort to unfair tactics to secure an unfair advantage.
• Bring the game or Club into disrepute by unsporting conduct or discourteousness, e.g. drinking before a match.
• Under no circumstances should you arrive late to a match or at a meeting place before departure.
• Fail to turn up without prior warning to the Team Captain. As much notice as possible should be given if you cannot meet your team commitment.
After the match, it is every member's responsibility to
• Take care of equipment, e.g. balls, pads, etc
• Attend the match teas and help to entertain the opposition in a sociable fashion.
• Ensure that your appearance, your kit, is clean and of Club specification.
• When spectating, support your club without abusive or insulting comments towards players or umpires
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
